This has been necessi-
tated by the pending sale 
of the Page Ave location 
by the TDSB, although 
we can still can occupy 
the building under the 
lease arrangement until 
June 2011.   
 
The board has decided 
that NTCS and TYS will 
amalgamate at the York-
land location after the 
lease on Page expires. 

The decision to do so 
was largely based on  
the financial considera-
tion and the overall size 
of the Yorkland building 
(92 000 s.f.) which will 
be able to handle the 
anticipated student 
population both now and 
in the foreseeable fu-
ture.
